b. Format

Costarmoricaine course makes a loop, divided in five legs, all around Cbtes d’Armor

Department, then offering true long-distance racing to sailors.

« Trailers will stay in Erquy, when two vans will transport luggage and camping gears
from one stop to the other.

o Safety is paramount, particularly on long courses, when even minor speed
differences can create large gaps among the competitors, hence a strong rescue
team will accompany the fleet.

« Itisimperative that competitors rebuild their strength: a hearty dinner is served every
evening, and a hearty breakfast precedes the skippers' meeting every morning.

« A media team will provide pictures, video, as well daily press releases.

« Last, to maintain its charm and friendly atmosphere, while respecting the necessary
safety requirements imposed by the navigation zones used by the race, the number

of entries is limited to 25 teams. Selection of competitors will be made under IF18CA
supervision.

o Entries will be received under first come, first served basis.

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A reception, with reading of the day’s winners, is organized at the end of each leg, in
collaboration with the hosting cities and partners.

Prize giving ceremony will be concluded by local oysters buffet at Maison de la Mer in
Erquy to close the Costarmoricaine in a festive and friendly atmosphere.

c. Entry fees

Standard entry fee is fixed at 750 Euros until 30" June 2025, including breakfasts &
dinners, as well welcome and prize giving parties.
